Information about this is sent to all partner 
universities before the deadline. When the 
student has been nominated instructions on 
how and where to apply will be sent directly to 
the student. We only accept online 
applications. 

 

LANGUAGE OF STUDY 

Students need to possess English skills 
equivalent to TOEFL test result, minimum 
score 213 (CBT), 575 (PBT) or 90 (IBT) or an 
IELTS test result with an overall band score of 
minimum 6.5 and no band score below 5.5, or 
B2 in the Common European Framework 
Reference (CEFR).  

Karlstad University usually offers Swedish 
language courses for exchange students.
